Band Booster meeting was called to order at 7:08 by Renee.

Minutes from the previous band boosters meeting, 8/8//24, were reviewed and were motioned to be accepted by Brandi Peltier and seconded by Pablo Hernandez.

Treasurer’s report for August 2024 was reviewed by Renee Bennett. Expenses and income were shared for August—starting balance was $20,403.03 and the ending balance was $14,965.57. Mr. William’s fund had $38,673.35. Miscellaneous fund had $2,830.41 and Booster funds had  $15,969.59.

Old Business
Dorothy Mrha was voted in as the Freshman Representative.

We will vote on the new budget for 2024-2025 by an email blast.

The Bylaws will be changed for the Silver Membership level to have a Band Booster shirt instead of a Band Show shirt. The closing date for memberships can change as defined by the Executive Board or two weeks before the first contest.

Pablo told us that the Coca-Cola shipment is coming at 10:00 pm tonight to the BHS office! Thank you to the football boosters for letting us use the home side for the BMS games. There’s usually a big fan group from Aledo so we will need extra volunteers that night and it’s BMS night. 

Renee and Annzliza sold out of clear totes! 

Renee reminded everyone about some upcoming fundraising events: Campizi’s on Camp Bowie on 9/19 and we will get 15% of the sales. No alcohol sales will be included. Renee suggested Executive Board meet there around 5:30 and eat together.

Homecoming is on Sept. 27th. We will sell glow sticks that night. The Homecoming Parade will be on Wednesday, Sept. 25th. The theme is Family Game Night. We will have a float that will be “Operation.” If you want to walk with us, please wear scrubs. We need fan signs, help with designing and creating the float, and donations of candy.

We have made $2,359 in concession sales and $118 in merchandise sales.

New Business
Sept. 10th BMS Games and Sept. 13th Aledo game and BMS night.

Pablo spoke about ways to get more BMS parents involved with Concession sales and other Band Booster events. Parents aren’t aware until students become involved at BHS that they can help sooner. He wants to do something to get the word out. Parents could come to a “Meet the Band Boosters” event that could have Breakout sessions: concessions, volunteer for BMS events, contests, etc. We could have a qr code for parents to sign-up. We had one at the recent BMS meeting as well. We could have a dinner/feed the parents recruiting event for BMS parents, sell merchandise, have vendors? The BMS Fall Concert is on Oct. 25th. We could have it that night. Dina Gutierrez suggested a Big Booster Rally to recruit more than just the band. Booster groups from football, Honeycombs, basketball, baseball, etc., could be there and make a big event. Mr. Streeter wants to have a BMS 8th grade prop crew that could help with shows and contests. This would get those students possibly interested in BHS Band. Mike motions to vote for a Meet the Boosters meeting to talk to BMS parents about volunteering for band events.

Pablo wants to create a Vice President 3 that would be responsible for BMS. This would be an executive position for a BMS parent. We need ⅔ membership per Bylaws voting an Executive Board member from BMS. We are going to table this for later.

Tiffany needs a wide angle lens. She has been renting one for games and band events. We will discuss.



The membership committee will consist of Christy Lopez, Celeste Johnson, Andrea Obert, Dina Gutierrez, and Laura Dorsett. We will meet after Sept. 7th to discuss SWAG bags. Band students have the new show shirts and are already wearing them so we can give those out.  We will sell the extra show shirts for either $25 or $30.

The wheels are fixed on the water jugs wagons. Nick fixed them. Thank you Nick! We bought a new dolly for Hospitality. We have 2 now!

The band will wear blue plumes this year. 

Heather will get Chick-Fil-A for the Lake Dallas game. She’s feeding 240 people: band, cheer, and drill team. She will pick-up the food at 4:30. She’s leaving at 3:30. She’s serving sandwiches, chips, cookies, and drinks before the game. She will do the same for the Denton game. Heather needs help passing out snacks on BMS night. Water bottle donations are needed.

Director’s Notes
The BMS night is on Sept. 13th. There will be an ironing party on Sept.23rd. We will press the bibbers. If 20 parents come with their irons and ironing boards, we would have 10 bibbers each to press.

We will be in full uniform by the Homecoming game. The show for Homecoming will be before the game at 6:30. 

Mr. Streeter possibly will not paint  the BMS Band Hall. There are $5000 of the $10,000 donations to their Fundr fundraiser.

The IHB will be on Oct. 5th at Tannahill. We need BMS parents to volunteer. There needs to be 9 room monitors. There will be a judge's hospitality room and a concession stand.

We made $24,000 for the BHS Fundr fundraiser.
