The Treasurer's report for March was reviewed by Brent. Expenses and income were shared for March—starting balance was $32,944.11 and the ending balance was $29,918.69.  Mr. Williams’ fund had $1,394.68. Miscellaneous fund had $304.48 and Booster funds had  $8,312.06.

Old Business
Annaliza gave fundraising updates. We raised $92.20 for the Canes fundraiser. Canes is going to give us $125.00.

We have begun the Mulch fundraiser. It is called Native Tree and is $6 a bag which is 2 cubic feet per bag. We will give the top 3 band students who sell the most mulch a free Band Banquet ticket. Mulch sales will be from April 13th-April 26th. Pickup of the sold mulch will be at the Practice Field on April 28th from 4-7 pm.

We will have a Raffle at the BMS Spring Concert on May 8th  and the BHS Spring Concert on May 13th. The prizes for the raffle are: Kendra Scott bracelet and necklace, gym membership, oil change and brake job, and a Dallas Cowboy blanket. They are 1 for $5 and 5 for $20. 

The School Fundr for the spring began on April 7th. We have raised $5500 as of April 10th!

Brandi Peltier will be 2025 Band Banquet Chair. We need a DJ. Laura asked Billy Ferguson and he has another event the same night. We might have Mr. Williams DJ the event. We brainstormed food/catering ideas. Food trucks were an idea because they could set up outside the cafeteria. Students could go outside to get food and bring it back into the cafeteria. We are going to research food cost from Thai Hut, Joe’s Pizza and Pasta, and Campizi’s in addition to the food truck idea. We will use props from marching season to decorate the cafeteria. We need to find the 4x8 guard fronts to use them as well. Does anyone have a fog machine/Tiffany said Titus’ Dad might have one. The programs will be donated from Noah Grubb’s stepmother again this year. We are planning to have 300 people. Thai Hut is giving the Choir Banquet a good deal for their meal ($1000 for 125 people).

Nominations will take place on Google. Voting will be during the May 2025 meeting. All positions are open for nominations.

New Business
We have made $5500 out of our $10,000 goal for the Spring Fundr! These funds will go towards private lessons and scholarships.

We had a fantastic spring! All bands got a trophy at UIL. The Color Guard has also had a fantastic year and is competing in more contests this month. They are 8th out of 35 Color Guards! Band Registration was great. Eighty students and almost every 8th grader signed up! Several students bought new instruments. Thank you for a great year!
